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NGANJ SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 
 

I.  NAME AND PURPOSE 
 

A. Name:  The program shall be known as the “National Guard Association of New Jersey 
Scholarship Program”.  The program will consist of awarding a number of scholarships 
based on the revenues generated from the annual President’s Golf Tournament.  These 
scholarships are not continuous, individuals can only receive one. 

 
B. Purpose:  To give recognition to members and members families of the National Guard 

Association of New Jersey (NGANJ) for significant academic excellence, community 
achievements and outstanding citizenship who are endeavoring to continue their education. 

 
II  AUTHORITY: 

 
    The President of the Association will appoint the Chair of the Scholarship Committee.  The 
Chair will appoint at least three officers as members of this committee.  Membership will include at 
least two members from the New Jersey Army National Guard and one member from the New 
Jersey Air National Guard. 
 
III  ANNOUNCEMENT: 
 
    The Scholarship Program will be announced annually, usually during the month of 
January/February.  Dissemination of the announcement will be made from various sources in 
order to provide the widest coverage. 
 
IV  ELIGIBILITY: 
 
    Applicants must be Active Regular Members or Nonactive Regular Members of the NGANJ 
and not be delinquent in dues in current or proceeding years.  Eligibility to participate in the 
Scholarship Program falls into two categories: 
 

A. Category I – Active Regular Members of the NGANJ who are presently attending an 
approved community college, school of nursing or an approved four year college/university 
as a full-time student; or have been accepted for admission to any of these categories of 
schools. 

 
B. Category II – Family members of Active Regular Members, Nonactive Regular Members or 

deceased members of the NGANJ. 
 
V  REQUIREMENTS OF ELIGIBLE INDIVIDUALS: 
 

A. Individuals must complete and send the Scholarship Application prior to the designated cut-
off date on the application.  Applications received after this date will not be accepted.

B. Category I – be presently attending an approved community college, school of nursing, or an 

approved four year college/university as a full-time student; or have been accepted for 
admission to any of these categories of schools. 

 
C. Category II – be a graduate of an approved public or parochial high school, or an accredited 

preparatory school.  Individuals in this category must graduate by 30 June of the year in 
which they are applying. 

 
D. Individuals who have won previous National Guard Association of New Jersey Scholarships 

are not eligible to apply again. 
 
VI  CRITERIA FOR SELECTION: 
 

A. Individuals will be selected based on academics, leadership and citizenship. 
 

B. There will be no consideration given because of rank/grade of the applicant or the 
applicant’s parents. 

 
C. Those applicants must: 

 
(1) Have attained a high level of academic achievement 

 
(2) Have been active in school activities 

 
(3) Have been active in community activities 

 
(4) Possess initiative and desire 

 
(5) Possess stability and display potential for success based on past performance. 

 
D. If there should be a “tie” in applicants, the Scholarship Committee will make a 

determination based on the following: 
 

(1) Members of the NGANJ 
 
(2) Children of NGANJ members killed while performing their National Guard duties 

 
(3) Children of NGANJ members whose death was not related to National Guard 

duties 
 

(4) Children of active NGANJ members 
 

(5) Children of retired NGANJ members

VII. SELECTION OF SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS: 
 

A. The Scholarship Committee will meet after the cut-off date to review all applications and 
submit their final recommendations to the Chair. 

   
B. The Chair will forward a list of all applicants indicating award winners to the President 

and Secretary of the Association.  The Category II award winners will include:  name, 
home address, name and address of high school, projected graduation date, parent name 
and unit assigned.  The Category I award winners will include unit assigned. 

 
C. After approval by the President of the Association, the Secretary will prepare letters 

(President’s signature) to all award recipients (Annex A) and non-recipients (Annex B). 
 

VIII. PRESENTATIONS: 
 

A. Recipients will receive a letter of congratulations and a copy of instructions to cover the 
processing of the payment of the award.  A Certificate of Scholarship  will also be 
included.
